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FLYING SITE SAFETY

&

OPERATIONAL RULES

SAFETY Rules

1. Deliberate flying behind the flight line is prohibited.

2. Taxiing is NOT allowed in the pit area

3. It is strongly recommended that members do not fly alone.

4. Children are NOT permitted beyond the spectator area unless under the DIRECT supervision of an adult.

5. The established club frequency control plan will be in force at all times.

6. All equipment shall be inspected before the initial flight each day.

7. High Start lines for launching sail planes are to run parallel to the active runway.

8. Pilots of gasoline powered aircraft shall have ready access to a fire extinguisher.

9. Upon arrival of the first member at the flying field and prior to the last member leaving the flying field, range control will be notified.


OPERATIONAL Rules

1. Only pilots and assistants are allowed on the flight line. Flying stations are considered to be the cement pads on the flight line. Normally flying will be done from the cement pads. If flying is to be done off the cement pads, this flying will be coordinated with the members present.
2. All gas and glow engines over .25 cubic inches shall have a muffler.
3. Testing of engines is to be performed at the flying stations or in a place agreed on by the members present..

4. The AMA Safety Code will be displayed when the field is open for flying.

5. Pilots shall make appropriate announcement when taking off, landing, or emergency situations.

6. First Aid kit are available in the supply cabinet.

7. In case of an emergency, i.e. fire, medical, call Range Control.
8. All out of town guests that are AMA members must be accompanied by a JFA member to fly.

9. AMA members residing in the greater Columbia metropolitan area will be allowed four visits to the JFA field to fly as a guest. To continue flying after the fourth visit the guest will be required to join the club.
10. Frequency Control: Transmitters will remain turned OFF until the appropriate frequency pin is obtained from the frequency cabinet and attached to the transmitter antenna.

11. To obtain a frequency pin, a current AMA card must be placed in the frequency pin slot.

12. All running and starting aircraft will be pointed away from the pits and spectator area.

13. Traffic patterns will be determined by the prevailing winds. When more than one aircraft is flying, all other aircraft will adhere to the standard pattern.

14. Club instructors will be appointed by the Board of Directors and posted on the club web site.

15. Only club members with the designation “R/C pilot  may fly unassisted. Pilots learning to fly will be under the supervision of a JFA Instructor Pilot. When a member is deemed competent by a JFA Instructor to pilot their aircraft in a safe and responsible manner and is knowledgeable in all aspects of the JFA By-Laws, Flying Site Safety and Operational Rules, that member will be awarded the designation of R/C Pilot.

16. It is the responsibility of student pilots to make arrangements with an Instructor for flying lessons.
17. Only transmitters type accepted after March 1, 1992 and sold after March 1, 1993 will be allowed at the JFA flying field. Transmitters Type Accepted by the FCC prior to March 1, 1992 may or may not be narrowband and will only be allowed with the permission of a JFA Board Member or Instructor Pilot.
